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RSVP Cymru and the Beth Johnson Foundation forge partnership to promote intergenerational work across Wales

Following the review of the delivery mechanism for the intergenerational strategy for Wales funded by the Welsh Assembly Government, a partnership has been established between RSVP Wales and the Centre for Intergenerational Practice (CIP) at the Beth Johnson Foundation.

With effect from October 1st 2009 the two organisations will collaborate on supporting the development of intergenerational work in Wales focussing particularly on supporting Local Authorities. The partnership will draw on the strengths of all the staff from both organisations with Pam Bush and Fred Evans of  RSVP Wales being the key local development workers for the South and North of Wales respectively. They will be supported by Gemma Woodworth who is the recently appointed Administrator to the Welsh Intergenerational Strategy Programme and is based at the Beth Johnson Foundation.

To ensure all development is grounded in the policies and priorities of local authorities and their communities the programme will begin by:
· Informing all interested parties of the new structure.

· Meeting with relevant people across Wales to clarify what support they want to help them implement and develop intergenerational work locally.

· Gaining an overview of the range of intergenerational work already being undertaken in Wales.

· Initiating a mapping exercise to develop an up-to-date library of case studies, resources and examples of good practice.

· Developing and agreeing a work plan with WAG and Local Authorities and relevant interested organisations.

At the same time updated web resources will be developed accompanied by a directory of intergenerational projects and regular e-bulletins and news shots on relevant initiatives, resources and developments. The programme will be supported through learning from RSVP Cymru intergenerational projects and the expertise and resources of the Centre for Intergenerational Practice.
