	Workshop outline:

The workshop will run twice in the afternoon, there are two one-hour sessions.  The sessions will be made up of:

1) A 20 minute presentation - showing why Changemakers see it as important for intergenerational work to be delivered from a youth perspective.

2) Follow with a summary of learning points - this is about your experience e.g. difficulties working across the VCS or linking in with Local Authorities etc that type of thing and is to aid the start of the discussion.
3) Discussion slot - open up with some key questions, or dilemmas, that you want to put to the floor about taking the work forward from the pilot.  This is meant to offer feedback for your, and other, organisations re youth approaches to IP.


	Description of workshop (500 words max)
The Community Space Challenge Programme managed by Catch- 22 and funded through the Big Lottery has provided Changemakers and St Georges with the opportunity to explore the benefits of intergenerational work in the Newtown area of Birmingham. 

This workshop will discuss the success and challenges of engaging young people from a Junior Yip along with their families and the wider community.  The intergenerational work centres on growing organic food, cooking with the harvested produce and eating together. 

Four of the young people and their families will help present the project, through photographs set to a Caribbean sound track.  We aim to examine honestly the pitfalls and success of engagement, retention and ownership. W hat has worked and the unexpected outcomes. We will also highlight the risks we have taken and challenge’s we have encountered along the way, including partnership working – the real story!
We will share our next steps and vision for developing the project including social enterprise and sustainability.  Please join us for a Jamaican drink made from Sorrel in our lively and fun workshop that we hope will stimulate debate and inspire intergenerational approaches.
