We will discuss the significance of youth led projects and why giving young people ownership and responsibility for challenging stereotypical images of their generation could be the way forward. How we went about achieving our joint aim of breaking down age barriers and perceptions of crime within the older community whilst building positive relationships between all ages.

This programme around youth crime was inspired as a result of an in depth research project designed by young people. We will discuss the findings and whether reactions to media stereotypes and public perceptions were found to be correct or different in reality.
