	Workshop outline:

The workshop will run twice in the afternoon, there are two one-hour sessions.  The sessions will be made up of:

1) A 20 minute presentation - showing why Gateshead sees intergenerational work as important for LA's, and looking at the framework for your bid/delivery.
2) Follow with a summary of your learning points, this is about your experience e.g. difficulties working across LA depts or linking in with VCS etc. and is to aid the start of the discussion.
3) Discussion slot - open up with some key questions, or dilemmas, that you want to put to the floor about taking the work forward from the bid, this is meant to offer an opportunity for feedback to your LA and also learning for others attending. 



	Description of workshop (500 words max):

Taking an arts development approach to intergenerational cooperation, we propose through this workshop to show how we think that developing a community consultation event based around food and local culture, communities can come together to discuss local solutions to local issues. The Soul Soup events designed and developed by neighbourhood based intergenerational groups, invite local people, friends and colleagues together to support a discussion based on issues important to them; and through a network of trained volunteer ‘agents for change’ consider further arts development led projects to explore solutions to those issues.

In this workshop we will explore the ‘ingredients’ and evolve possible ‘recipes’ for these intergenerational community events.
