	Workshop outline:

The workshop will run twice in the afternoon, there are two one-hour sessions.  The sessions will be made up of:

1) A 20 minute presentation - showing why Portsmouth sees intergenerational work as important for LA's, and looking at the framework for your bid/delivery.
2) Follow with a summary of your learning points, this is about your experience e.g. difficulties working across LA depts or linking in with VCS etc. and is to aid the start of the discussion.
3) Discussion slot - open up with some key questions, or dilemmas, that you want to put to the floor about taking the work forward from the bid, this is meant to offer an opportunity for feedback to your LA and also learning for others attending. 



	Description of workshop (500 words max):

Portsmouth is a vibrant waterfront city with a unique feature...it is completely surrounded by water!  It is the home of the Royal Navy, HMS Victory, HMS Warrior, the Gunwharf development and the Historic Dockyard, all sites for prestigious nautical festivals and events.  We plan to maximise on our history and the fact that for centuries, adults and children, men and women, from all nations, ages and abilities, have “gone down to the sea in ships” and found there an extraordinary combination of equality, harmony, adventure and success.
The first purpose of the workshop is to give an overview of the Tall Ships Challenge – where we will be inviting 12 older and 12 younger people to come along on a 6 day and night intergenerational challenge on the sea. The Tall Ships Youth Trust Charity will be working with the older and younger people and setting challenges that will see them working closely together as part of a team – in a hope to encourage greater participation in activities, improved perceptions of younger people by older people, increase self esteem and confidence, reduce the barriers to community cohesion. This will also be part of the launch, however it will continue through the year with a follow up at six months to explore the impacts on people’s lives and the continuation of this through volunteering.  This process will be closely evaluated using a range of tools including video diaries.

The second is to invite attendees to input into another strand of one of Portsmouth City Councils Generations Together - The Flagship Initiatives with partnership working between statutory and voluntary organisations, under three themes: 

· 2012 Olympic Intergenerational Active Pursuits

· Intergenerational Learning Through Skill Sharing 

· Broadening Intergenerational Horizons

In a hope to share examples of good practice and innovative ideas around these areas of working, Portsmouth City Council hope to take on board ideas and shared examples to develop this strand of the Generations Together Programme in Portsmouth.
